		About Our School
School Context
Grovedale Primary School provides its 235 students with an attractive, safe, and stimulating learning environment and offers its students an Outside Hours School Care program each day. We provide a dynamic learning environment. We are a community of learners who value each other and strive to be the best we can. The school facilities have been recently rebuilt and refurbished and the Open Learning Centre provides a variety of flexible learning spaces. We are fortunate to have expansive school grounds including ovals, basketball courts, junior and senior playgrounds all set in attractive gardens. A strong sense of community exists within the school with parents, staff and students working closely together in many contexts. Parents are involved in a wide range of school operations and activities. An open door policy encourages parents to be greatly involved in the school on a day to day basis. Parent information sessions, school family activities and special days are all strongly supported by families. Grovedale Primary is a school that is strongly committed to the provision of a wide range of learning activities for all students and to maximizing their potential. There has been a strong emphasis on continuous improvement of teacher skills and knowledge in the area of teaching and learning, with many new practices and pedagogies being implemented and existing ones strengthened. Extensive work has been done in the planning and delivery of quality teaching and learning practices in the areas of Literacy, Numeracy and Inquiry learning with an incorporated focus on ICT. In the last few years our school has welcomed an increasing number of EAL students. We currently have 15 Koorie and Torres Strait Islander students who add to the diversity of our school population and we work closely with our community to ensure that their learning needs are met.  We currently offer the specialist subjects of Art, Physical Education and Italian at all year levels. In 2014 we formed a sister school relationship with Lianyungang Primary School in China and 2015 we saw our very first visit from 11 students and 2 teachers who families in the school community hosted.  We will endeavour to strengthen this relationship over time especially through our Inquiry work.
Achievement
Grovedale Primary School is proud of its achievements in student learning, being similar or higher in NAPLAN school comparison reports and above state median on teacher assessments in both English and Mathematics. The school has invested in a strategic approach to building teacher capacity through the adoption of professional learning teams to examine student data for planning, use of consultants to build teacher knowledge, coaching and peer observation to refine practice. The approach has been successful in developing teacher quality. In 2015 the focus of professional development for teachers was Numeracy, Year 3 NAPLAN results show that in Reading we achieved similar results to our like school groups both in 2015 and over the four year average. In Year 3 Numeracy we achieved similar results as like schools. Year 5 NAPLAN results in Reading were similar this year and higher over the four year average. We were acknowledged by ACARA for our good results which was rewarding. Numeracy results in Year 5 are higher than like schools in 2015 and also over the four year average. NAPLAN data around learning gain showed significant gains for our Year 5 students in Reading and Numeracy from Year 3. 
We have continued to use a range of whole school assessment and diagnostic tools to identify the stage of learning for each student in order to support their future learning needs and all students have Literacy, Numeracy and personal learning goals in place. In 2015 we also continued to strengthen our focus on explicit teaching and learning through one on one teacher coaching with a focus on Numeracy. At Professional Learning Team meetings we focused on Action Research Projects around identified problems of practice.

Engagement
Our student attendance data shows that in 2015 and over a 4 year average we have an improving trend and we are similar to the state median and similar to other schools on adjusted school performance. Our average 2015 attendance rate is 93% across the school.

Students determine individual learning goals and report on progress in student led 3-way conferences. Learning expos are held regularly to allow students to showcase their learning through exhibition. ICT has been resourced to include iPads and touch screen laptops. An effective transition approach in and out of the school and within the school from year to year is in place. We value the strong connections with families we make during this time to further build upon in the future. The whole school student behaviour management program has given the school a consistent approach to behaviour and all children are aware of consequences for their actions. At the beginning of each year, we use the ‘Starting Right’ series of lessons to develop relationships and set expectations across the school. In 2015 we introduced the School Wide Positive Behaviour program and matrix across the school. 
Wellbeing
The Student Attitudes to School Survey over a 4 year average shows Years 5 and 6 students’ is lower in their Connectedness to School and similar over that same period with their Perception of Safety. In 2015 both areas were similar in school comparison. This is an area we will continue to focus on for improvement in the future through the further development of student leadership and opportunities for student voice.

Parents perceive student safety and classroom behaviour to be an area of concern and the rating for these variables is lower than we would like it to be. The introduction of the School Wide Positive Behaviour Program in 2015 will hopefully address these areas. There is a whole school approach to behaviour management and it is consistently utilised. A primary welfare officer provides 1:1 support for students and families and provides professional development for staff in the management of students with challenging behaviours due to trauma. We continue to provide high quality support for PSD students and others with high needs through ES and network staff, consultation with other professionals and regular Student Support Group meetings and Individual Learning Plans for identified students.
Productivity
The school has resourced its priority to support teacher professional learning: external consultants to build teacher knowledge, a full time teaching and learning coach, assessment tools, data management system, time for professional learning teams and peer observation. Programs are well resourced. Additional resources such as the Primary Welfare Officer and Network staff are greatly valued by the school. The workforce plan beyond 2015 will continue to absorb a higher proportion of the budget thereby reducing flexibility with discretionary staffing and programs.

In 2015 we operated with a surplus in our Student Resource Package. There were a number of reasons for this: we had a number of staff members on various leave and these were replaced by graduate teachers which cost less; we also lost our Primary Welfare worker in Term 3 and we were unable to find a suitable replacement in the latter half of the year. We received grants from Term 2 onwards for the Sporting Schools which has been very successful and enjoyed by all the children and we had the introduction of the Camps. Sports &Excursions Fund. . Our fundraising in 2015 consisted of a number of various activities with our major one being our bi-annual Twilight Fair which was very successful. The money raised from that event will go towards the construction of a Bike Shelter in 2016.  
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
